Aims and Objectives:
· Identify and provide targeted personal support to young people aged 14-19 who are currently or at risk of becoming NEET.

· Support and engage young people in activities that will contribute to tackling underachievement and raising skills and aspirations.

· Enhance provision in statutory education through focused youth support work in building self esteem and self confidence of young people and providing opportunities to engage in a range of learning opportunities.

Target Group/s

The project is aimed at those 14-19 year olds who are or are at risk of becoming NEET or who are failing to achieve to their full potential.  There are two key strands that will be administered by the PCC ENGAGE team:-

Alternative curriculum provision

Support for young people aged 14-16 who are currently within the education system but who are currently under achieving or are at risk of exclusion
NEET outreach support programme

Personal intensive support for young people who are NEET or whose out of school behaviours put them at risk, in order to engage them in appropriate activities and/or to re-engage them and support them back into supported education and training.
How the project will be delivered
The PCC ENGAGE team will work with schools, training providers and external agencies to develop “tailored” solutions to our target groups. Multi agency and partnership working will be crucial for the effective delivery of this project. There will be opportunities for organisations to bid to provide training and activities for the young people. We will establish effective communication channels in order to support the young people. A key aspect of the project will be the effective identification, tracking and monitoring of young people.
